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Throughout you are quoting without full reference;
sometimes even without any reference at all ; e. g 2, III;
P 3and 4 what you take without intimation fi'pm Sarva- |
darsansangraha. Moreover you are giving such quotations
as Buddha's teaching, whilst they are Sayana’s, or taken
by Sayana from some other source not specified. Do you
really believe that Buddba ever uttered a definition of Sau-
trantika ? V1, 1--2, p. 31—32, you are even quoting from
Buddhacarita, chap. XVI, as authoritative, though it is &
known fact that books XIV4 to XVII are not Asvaghosha’s
but have been fabricated in Nepal towards 1830 A. D. On _
all these points and other similar ones, there should be &
more discrimination.

1 shall also be more cautious in ascertaining direct
allusions to the Madhyamika system in the Darsanas. Even
for Sankara, who was certainly acquainted with it, I should -
doubt his borrowing from it his views of May4, of Paramar-
thika and Vyavaharika being and other advaita tenets. The
parallel you trace between both of them is unobjectionable
and very acutely done, but the loan remaining open and
suspicious, for such tenets are as old in India as Indian
thought itself.

In general, the chronology you seek to establish between .
Buddhism and the Darsanas seems to be much too sharp
in such obscure a matter, The oldest teachings of Bud-
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'dhism as of Brahmanism, methinks, are speculative, but
not very systematic. How the systems grew and evolved
afterwards side by side, we cannot tell, but, for my part,
I should search for a parallel to Buddha's teachings in the
Upanishads rather than in the much suspicious sutras of
Kayastha,

In your commentary {1l], 2, p. 7] on the two first slokas,
you follow, I suppose, the vritti ; but one should like to be
told so. Atall events, the manner you connect Pratitya
with the terms of first sloka, should it have for itself the
authority of the vritti, seems somewhat harsh. Pratitya-
“Samutpada is a Buddhist term, which originated with the
theory of the twelve #idanas, and cannot be torn from it

$to take such trodden meanings as apparent, phenomenal
etc. There is a Pratityanirodha indeed, as there is a Pra-
tityasamutpada ; but there is not and canve’ ve w' HFala-

‘suswars U the main paint your interpretation is perfectly

right ; but wording of it seems too free.

Butl must stop here. Could I write to you in
French, I should be glad to submit you some other desi-
derata ; but it would scarcely do in my bad and broken
English for which I must beg your pardor, At any rate,
yout edition of the Madhyamika Vritti looks very promising
and I can but instantly beseech you to publish it as” soon as
possible. .
